Turn east or left on        

M-42 at end of exit.  Go 5 miles to Lucas Rd.  Turn north or left.  Proceed 5.8 miles a little past the 

Hopkins Creek Bridge. Turn left or west on a sand road to the Hopkins Creek Horse Camp.  Follow the 

camp arrows for 1.8 miles into the camp.  At the first Y, GO STRAIGHT, DO NOT TURN LEFT! 

From Lake City (M-55 and M-66 intersections) go north on M-66 for 2 miles.    

Turn left or west on M-42. Go 4.4 miles to Lucas Rd. Turn right or north.  Proceed as above.
